The first was the annual Motor Fuel Tax Resolution, authorizing the use of MFT funds for routine maintenance expenses.  Eligible expenses include electrical costs, traffic signal maintenance, snow and ice control (salt), concrete repairs, asphalt patching, pavement markings, and crack sealing for May 1, 2025  to April 30, 2026.
